“It stemmed from the
absence of an Aguinaldo
monument in the school,
which used to be a part of
the Armed Forces of the
Philippines and under-
standably the (General’s)
monument is inside the
camp,” Aguinaldo said
Tuesday.

CGEAHS Alumni Batch
of 1977 initiated the project
“to promote a deeper un-
derstanding of our great
grandfather as a young-
ster”.

The ceremonies will be
led by Quezon City Mayor

The city police chief also
said they are conducting the
monthly forum with the drug
surrenderers and persons un-
der plea bargaining in coopera-
tion with the city social welfare
and development office
(CSWDO).

Dr. Jonathan Luseco, head
of the City Health Office, has
mobilized his personnel in set-
ting-up the drug testing area for
those who want to undergo the
drug test and for the necessary
medical intervention for the drug
users.

CITY — Several
foreign development and
productivity sector ex-
perts and partnership an-
alysts on Friday shared
their best innovative prac-
tices during the two-day
International Conference
on Public Sector Produc-
tivity at the Development
Academy of the Philippines
(DAP) Conference Center
here.

Dr. Santhi Kanokta-
naporn, Secretary-General
of the Asian Productivity Or-
ganization (APO), led prom-
inent resource persons in
the summit themed “Shap-
ing a Future-Oriented and
Smart Public Sector.”

“Governments are start-
ing to use innovations, in-
formation, and communica-
tions technology as early as
the 1990s to create online
services and automate pro-
cesses in business and cit-
izen interaction mecha-
nisms,” Kanoktanaporn
said.

He noted the need for
the public sector to go for
more efficient and effective
innovative solutions and
scale up quality and pro-
ductivity aspects.

“The information and
communication technology,
particularly the internet and
mobile phones, has un-
leashed the massive force
not only to influence our
lives and offices, but also
has made a tremendous
impact on everything that
we do today,” he said.

Kanoktanaporn said
current digital technology
environment has, even
more, challenged the gov-
ernment and the public sec-

tor on how to meet increas-
ing citizens’ expectations,
thus prompting countries to
improve their performance
and productivity to address
challenges on climate
change, food security, ener-
gy, water, financial markets,
and the global economy.

The APO as a regional
intergovernmental organi-
zation, according to Kanok-
tanaporn, has been sup-
porting member-countries
to address the challenges
and for the sustainable so-
cio-economic development
of Asia and the Pacific
through productivity en-
hancements.

The APO was estab-
lished in 1961, with the Phil-
ippines as one of the found-
ing countries.

The DAP serves as the
organization’s implement-
ing arm in the Philippines.

The APO International
Conference on Public Sec-
tor Productivity is a platform
for driving higher and sus-
tainable productivity in the
public sector through
knowledge sharing among
governments, think-tanks,
academe, private institu-
tions, and civil organizations
in the Asia Pacific region.

The conference aims to
optimize knowledge with in-
novative  approaches,
emerging trends, and new
technologies to address
the growing complexity of
public sector productivity is-
sues.

Meanwhile, Dr. Fadhil
Bakeer Markar, partnership
analyst of the United Na-
tions Development Pro-
gram (UNDP) in Sri Lanka,

shared that innovation also
requires “learning to un-
learn,” so that one could
usher in new ideas, new
insights, and thinking out of
the box.

Markar stressed the
need to review the systems
and realize there is room to
re-invent and do things dif-
ferently.

Markar pointed out that
innovative entities and pub-
lic sector innovations
across the world have set
up structures, which are
viewed from different per-
spectives.

“The solutions of today
and solutions for tomorrow
requires multiple disci-
plines,” he said. “Any prob-
lem that needs to be ana-
lyzed is not just one be-
cause of the questions:
who are we serving that
uses human-centric design
and who are you providing
services to?”

He advised that in pub-
lic service deliveries, imple-
menters need to look at the
process. “Tweak a little bit”
but this doesn’'t mean
changing the whole pro-
cess,” he said.

Cavite Gateway Terminal formally opens

Build, Build’ program of the
Duterte administration that
is expected to ease peren-
nial problem of port conges-
tion as well as reduce traf-
fic in Manila.

Luzon, and spur the growth
of its thriving industries,”
added the President.

The terminal’s location
in the municipality is a stra-
tegic choice; with the pres-
ence of major economic
zones such as the Cavite
Export Processing Zone in
General Trias city and First
Cavite Industrial Estate in
the city of Dasmarifias and
big manufacturing compa-

nies that had put up their
investments in the province,
the terminal will provide
cost-effective and time-
bound access to the Cavite
market and an integral link
with other major Luzon port
facilities.

In partnership with the
International Container Ter-
minal Services, Inc. (ICTSI),
the project would alleviate
the port congestion since
the terminal could accom-
modate 115,000 twenty-foot
equivalent units of contain-
erized cargo.

Accompanying the pres-
ident during the inaugura-
tion were Executive Secre-
tary Salvador Medialdea,
Department of Transporta-
tion (DOTT) Secretary Arthur
Tugade, ICTSI Chairman
Enrique Razon, Jr., and ICT-
S| Senior Vice President
Christian Gonzales.

The President was
hopeful for the project’s
success saying, “May this
terminal serve as a model
for other similar port infra-
structure projects across
the country. Together, let us
work hand in hand as we
lay down the physical foun-
dations of a better life for
every Filipino.
