of Marawi school facilities

To ensure uninterrupted
learning for some 10,000
students, President Ferdinand
R. Marcos Jr. on Monday
ordered national government
agencies to expedite the
construction  of additional
facilities for the PhP520-million
Marawi Dansalan Integrated
School.

President  Marcos visited
Marawi City to inspect and
ensure the swift progress
of ongoing reconstruction
and rehabilitation  efforts,
including the construction of an
integrated school that students
will soon be able to use.

“Nandito ako, pinuntahan
ko ‘yung Marawi para
tingnan  ‘yung  ginagawa

nating rehabilitation para sa
mga nasira, actually nasira
lahat,” the President said in
his remarks, underscoring

his resolve to rehabilitate
and rebuild Marawi City
immediately.

“Malapit nang matapos, kaunti
na lang. lyong maglalagay
na lang ng perimeter fence,
puwede nang dalhin ‘yung mga
bata doon,” said President
Marcos.

Upon his arrival at Barangay
Moncado Colony, the President
was briefed by education and
Marawi  City  rehabilitation
officials about the project
and the facilities needed to

complete the school.

The proposed additional
facilities have a total project
cost of PhP264.2 million.

The proposed facilities include
a retaining wall, an automatic
fire sprinkler system, a fence,
a gate, electrical distribution
with associated civil works,
and a footbridge.

Local officials also proposed
putting up gazebos,
guardhouses, a covered court,
stairs and ramps, as well
as a covered pathwalk with
drainage and landscaping.
Constructed as part of the
government’s commitment
to post-conflict recovery and
educational resilience, the
Marawi Dansalan Integrated
School has 10 four-story
school buildings.

The newly constructed school
buildings have a total of 200
classrooms, with each room
designed to accommodate 45
to 50 learners.

The Office of Civil Defense
(OCD) funded the school
building project through the
recovery fund for Marawi
City’s rebuilding efforts.

The Department of Public
Works and Highways
(DPWH)-Region 10 served
as the implementing partner,
overseeing the design,
construction, and completion
of the school buildings.

Bacoor police foil espionage, cybercrime
operation in coordinated arrest

BACOOR CITY, Cavite
(PIA)—Bacoor City police,
in collaboration with
provincial and national
law enforcement units,
arrested two individuals
linked to suspected cyber
espionage activities in the
early hours of June 22,
2025.

The suspects, identified as
Christian Louie of Makati
City and Marcie of Quezon
City, were apprehended
near a convenience store
in Brgy. Molino 6, Bacoor,
during a joint operation
involving  the Bacoor
Component City Police
Station, Cavite Provincial
Intelligence Unit (PIU), and
the Anti-Cybercrime Group
(ACG) — Cavite.

The operation was
conducted under  the
supervision of Police Major
Alexis S. Tuazon, officer-
in-charge of the Bacoor
police.

The arrest followed an
intelligence report from
a confidential informant
who alerted authorities
to ongoing espionage
activites across Metro
Manila and Region IV-A,
allegedly involving foreign
handlers.

Acting swiftly, patrolling
officers PMSg Philbert
Nogueras and Pat Ryan
Joshua Maranga launched
an Oplan Sita checkpoint,
leading to the interception
of the suspects’ vehicle —
a Toyota Rush — which

matched the informant’s
description.

Upon inspection, officers
discovered electronic
surveillance devices
and data interception
equipment  inside the
vehicle, confirming
suspicions of illicit cyber
operations.

The suspects are now in
police custody and face
multiple charges under
Republic Act No. 10175, or
the Cybercrime Prevention
Act of 2012, including
Misuse of Devices, lllegal
Interception, and System
Interference. They are
also being charged under
Commonwealth Act No.
616, or the Espionage Act
of 1941.

Authorities have launched
a deeper investigation to
determine the full scope of
the suspects’ activities and

whether they are linked

to foreign intelligence
operations.
PCol. Dwight E. Alegre,

Acting Provincial Director
of the Cavite Police
Provincial Office, praised
the swift response of the
arresting officers.

“This arrest demonstrates
the dedication of our
personnel to protect our
communities not only from
traditional crimes but also
from the growing threats in
the digital and intelligence
domains. The Philippine
National Police remains
steadfast in our duty to
uphold national security
and the rule of law,” he
said.

The Cavite Police continue
to urge the public to report
any suspicious activities
that may pose risks to
public safety and national
security.

Continue bloodless war on drugs but go
after hoth large and small-time drug traffickers

Prioritizing prevention and
rehabilitation over violence,
President Ferdinand R.
Marcos Jr. on Tuesday
ordered law enforcement
authorities to step up the
peaceful war against illegal
drugs, which has borne
results with PhP62 billion
worth of shabu interdicted
since the start of his
administration.

President Marcos
emphasized that rather
than resorting to violence,
his administration’s anti-
drug campaign focuses on
strengthening  prevention
and rehabilitation efforts.
The President highlighted
the importance of helping
individuals overcome
addiction through
enhanced support systems
and community-based
interventions.

“The new concept of the war
against drugs is working.
So, we will continue down
that vein. And | think we are
beginning to see the good
effects of that new policy,”
the President said in his

remarks after inspecting
the PhP8.87 worth of shabu
and other illegal drugs
stockpiled at the Philippine
Drug Enforcement Agency
(PDEA) headquarters in

Quezon City.

“Number one, mas
pinapatibay natin  ang
ating prevention. Tapos

mas pinapatibay natin ang
ating rehabilitasyon. ‘Pag
nasabit na sa droga ang
tao, tinutulungan natin
na mabitawan niya ‘yang
bisyo na ‘yan,” President
Marcos said.

President Marcos referred
to the policy under
his administration that
authorities do not resort
to killing people on mere
suspicion of being linked to
the illegal drug trade.

“I continue to encourage all
the Drug Board authorities,
the PDEA authorities, and
of course, the police, that
we must continue with the
war against drugs. But we
must do it in a peaceful
way,” President Marcos

said.

“It has been described as
a bloodless war on drugs.
And this is what we are
aiming for. Butnonetheless,
despite the fact that we
do not kill people that
are just suspected of
having anything to do with
drugs, imbis na ganoon
ang ginagawa natin, we
are handling the drug
problem in a different way,”
President Marcos added.

The President ordered drug
enforcement authorities to
put equal emphasis on the
prevention of illegal drug
use and the rehabilitation
of users.

The President also
instructed the Philippine
National Police and PDEA
to continue the drug
war against large drug
syndicates, while at the
same time going after
small-time drug traffickers.
